SR Saely

= Siart training with a professional; it is often more efective than working with a friend or family mem-

ber. Check the Yellow Pages under “driving” for courses. The professional can gauge the smdent's

progress, and you can hel p the student practice the materal coverad by the instrctar.

Encourage the new drver to anticipate trouble. Ifhe or she is about to make a left tum at a two-way

stop sign and an oncoming vehicle is traveling very fast, ask: “Are you sure this vehicle is really going

to stop?™” Advise your student to wait and see before tumin g,

* Have the new driver practice difficult moves. If he or she is having a hard ime meging into traffic,
find a quiet mad and practice.

* Show your student how to drive a safe distance behind other vehicles by following the three-second
rule. Remind your student to check this distance frequently at different speeds.

* Teachyourstdentto be wary of blind spots—both the student’ s and those of other vehicles. Hawve
wour student speed up or slow down o get out of other vehicles' blind spots.
