Safety Training for Scrap Transporters

Drivers Must Use a Certified Medical Examiner
by May 21, 2014

Beginning May 21, 2014 Commercial Motor Vehicle (CMV) drivers obtaining their medical
examination must do so from an examiner that is listed on FMCSA'’s National Registry of
Certified Medical Examiners. The National Registry provides CMV drivers and carriers with a
convenient list of medical examiners in their area who have been certified as having the
knowledge to determine if a driver can safely handle the medical demands of driving a CMV.
Previously, drivers could have their exams completed by any physician; however, after that date
only those examiners (including doctors, nurse practitioners, physician assistants, etc.) who
demonstrate an understanding of the commercial motor vehicle regulations by taking a training
course and passing a certification test will be listed on the National Registry and able to
medically qualify a driver. The National Registry website

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Los conductores deben consultar a un examinador
médico certificado para el 21 de mayo de 2014

A partir del 21 de mayo de 2014, los conductores de vehiculos comerciales a motor (Commercial Motor
Vehicle, CMV) deben someterse a un examen médico realizado por un examinador médico que se
encuentre en la lista del Registro Nacional de Examinadores Médicos Certificados de la Administracion
Federal de Seguridad de Autotransportes (Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration, FMCSA). El
registro nacional proporciona a los conductores y transportistas de CMV una lista practica de
examinadores médicos de su zona que estan certificados con respecto a sus conocimientos para
determinar si un conductor puede manejar de manera segura las exigencias medicas que implica
conducir un CMV. Antiguamente, cualquier médico podia realizar los examenes de los conductores. Sin
embargo, luego de la fecha establecida, solo aquellos examinadores (incluidos médicos, enfermeros
practicantes, auxiliares médicos, etc.) que demuestren comprender las reglamentaciones sobre vehiculos
comerciales a motor, realizando un curso de capacitacion y aprobando una prueba de certificacion,
figuraran en la lista del registro nacional y podran calificar a un conductor desde el punto de vista
médico.
