Certain pedestrians require extra caution. Seniors and disabled people may not hear or see well, and can’t
always move fast to get out of the way of hazards. Children are unpredictable and could run into the street at
any time; drive slowly when they are present on the sidewalks. Finally, a pedestrian who is drunk may be
unaware of traffic lights or oncoming vehicles. Give such a person a wide berth.
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
